Last quarter was a happening one, in that
training sessions in Baripada for
Midnapore and Baripada candidates was
in full swing. We received support from
CARE Education UK for the Midnapore
rural Montessori centre which was
immediately useful to establish the
training and purchase necessary materials.
Admissions through the year, and
parenting sessions took place seamlessly.
Parents brought visitors from their
neighborhood to visit the centre and also

listen to our Centre heads explain
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the methods. Being rural, the conversations
were in the regional language, with conviction
on the philosophy of child led education. This
quarter helped us consolidate plans for the
upcoming Montessori in a box programs in a
few centres. The interest among the group of
villages seems to be on the rise for Montessori
education, given how the children are
behaving at home and outside, as per the
parents observation. A visit to Tezpur seeded
the Montessori community there and we
recruited two candidates to start training in
Assamese and Hindi

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PARENT'S MEETING :

We have been conducting parent’s meeting.
Parents shared their observation of their
children both at home and in the centre and
discussed on various topics related to children'’s
growth, health and hygiene. With the inputs
given by the centre, parents responded
positively and also shared their experiences of
how they work with their children at home.
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ACADEMIC ACTIVITIES :

Children were encouraged in extra cultural
activities apart from Montessori materials. We
have introduced vegetable colour printing,
drawing and colouring. We regularly take
children out for Nature walks.

Children were excited to
walk on the hill. They saw deer, peacock,
crocodile, different types of birds, ducks, emu
birds, forest museum and boating. They
enjoyed viewing scenic sites and played in the
children’s park. They had a wonderful
experience walking around the place, played
some funny games and recited some shlokas
and rhymes.

We are often visiting the parents’ homes to
observe and ask how the children respond at
home. It also provides opportunities to see how
parents cooperate with their children.

The classroom adult observed and made a note
of children’s behaviours and activities every
month. Such observations help in making
changes in the environment and also to share the
inputs with parents during the parents-teachers
interactions or parenting sessions. During one of
the observations, the adult noted about a child.
When he joined our centre iOn November, he
looked quite agitated and badly tempered. But as
the days moved on, he has calmed down and has
started to help in planting and also waters the
plants, watching the growth of every plant, and
takes care of the classroom environment too.
